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Abstrakt: Projekt je zaméren na Zeny migrantky a jejich zdravi. Cilem je ziskat komplexni a
empiricky ukotveny vhled do rliznych perspektiv, o¢ekavani a zkuSenosti migrujicich Zen s
téhotenstvim, porodem a ranym rodi¢ovstvim v Ceské republice. Porod je zasadni Zivotni udalosti
a vyznamny bod kontaktu migrujicich Zen s ¢eskym zdravotnictvim. Nicméné vhled do socidlnich,
kulturnich a ekonomickych aspektl poskytované predporodni a porodni péce z hlediska r{iznych
skupin migrujicich zen v Ceské republice chybi. Kvalitativni vyzkum bude vyuzivat: (1) kvalitativni
hloubkové a semi-strukturované rozhovory s migrujicimi Zenami, které jsou téhotné ¢i maji
nedavnou zkuSenost s porodem. (2) kvalitativni pfipadové studie sledujici drahy nékolika Zen
¢eskym zdravotnim systémem, od raného téhotenstvi po dobu min. 2 mésicl po porodu. (3)
etnografickou pfipadovou studii zdravotnického zafizeni zamérenou na perspektivu a zkusenosti
zdravotnik( poskytujicich zdravotni pé¢i migrantkam.
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Abstract: This project focuses on migrant women and their maternal health. The goal is to get
deep and empirically grounded insights into diverse views, expectations and experiences of
migrant women with pregnancy, childbirth and early parenting in the Czech Republic. Childbirth is
an essential life event and a crucial point of entry when migrant women necessarily deal with the
Czech healthcare system. However insights into social, cultural and economic aspects of
antenatal and birth care provision to various groups of migrant women is in the Czech Republic
missing. The qualitative research will employ: (1) qualitative in-depth and semi-structured
interviews with migrant women who are pregnant or have recently experienced childbirth. (2)
qualitative case studies of several women’s pathways through the Czech healthcare system since
their early pregnancies until their postpartum period. (3) an ethnographic case study of a health
care institution to get a deeper insight into healthcare providers’ perspective and experience with
healthcare provision to migrant women.
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
