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Abstrakt: Od padu statné-socialistickych rezimd ve stfedovychodni Evropé zazZily
romské komunity dramaticky propad svého socio-ekonomického statusu a byly
podrobeny rostouci mife chudoby a socialni exkluze. V tomto vyzkumném projektu
navrhuji studovat dva aspekty strukturalni marginality v Ceské republice a na
Slovensku. Zaprvé navrhuji zkoumat a analyzovat "externi" mechanismy socialni
exkluze a podminky, které je umoznuji. Zadruhé navrhuji studovat, jak se ¢lenové
romskych rodin Zijicich v podminkdach exkluze se svoji situaci vyrovnavaji, to jest, jak
se adaptuji a jak vzdoruji podminkam exkluze a strukturalniho znevyhodnéni. Zatreti
navrhuji porovnavat, jak chudé romské rodiny reaguji (podobné nebo rozdilné) na
externi podminky socidlni exkluze v ruralnim a urbannim prostfedi. Zde bude
vénovdna pozornost individudlnim i kolektivnim formam jednani, a také tomu, jak
jsou tyto formy jednani umozifnovany, znemozfiovdny a transformovany v ramci
specifickych socialnich, prostorovych, a ekonomickych podminek.

Abstract (ENG): Roma (Gypsy) communities in East-Central Europe experienced a
dramatic decline in their living standard and have been subjected to increasing levels
of poverty and exclusion since the demise of the state-socialist regimes. In this
research project | propose to study two aspects of the structural marginality of Roma
in the contemporary Czech Republic and Slovakia. First | propose to focus on
researching and analysing the "external" mechanisms of social exclusion and on
studying the conditions that make them possible. Second, | propose to study how
members of Roma families subjected to exclusion cope with, resist, and adapt to
external conditions of exclusion and structural disadvantage. Third, | also propose to
compare how poor Roma families respond (similarly or differently) to external
conditions of exclusion in rural and urban environments. Here, attention will be
devoted to individual and collective forms of agency and to how these forms of
agency are (trans)formed and enacted under specific social, spatial and economic
conditions.
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
