Thesgovations may also help circumvent one
ubiquitous problem that plagues educational traomstresearch: namely that of unobserved
heterogeneity. Innovations will be tested and itated using data from existing surveys, e.g.
the “Social stratification in Eastern Europe atéB89” and the Czech life-course supplement
to the 2002 ISSP.
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
